I believe the golf swing should be kept as simple as possible.  With a good rhythm and minimal number of moving parts, a soft golf swing can generate a tremendous amount of force. Different body types require different positions in the golf swing and I strive to work with each individual to cater to their personal strengths.

Approach

· Interview each student before lesson

· Model proper grip, aim, and set up

· Instruct based on feel and visualization

· Demonstrate proper set and release of the golf club

· Review the short game and emphasize its importance on scoring

· Create a welcoming and fun environment in which to learn
